Berlin is serviced by the Berlin - Schonefeld International Airport and Tegel Airport.
Schonefeld Airport is located approximately 25 km outside the city centre. Metered taxis

are available at arrivals hall A. Cost to the city centre is approximately 30-35 € and travel time
about 25-40 minutes depending on traffic.

From Schonefeld Airport to hotel or venue (see item 8, below, H4 Hotel
Berlin-Alexanderplatz, Karl-Liebknecht-Strasse 32, 10178 Berlin): Train S9, RB14 or RE7 directly
from Airport Schonefeld, travelling towards Spandau, Nauen or Dessau until station “Berlin
Alexanderplatz”, and then walk approximately 500 m to the hotel.

Tegel Airport is located approximately 12 km outside the city centre. Metered taxis are
available at arrivals hall A. Cost to the city centre is approximately 20-24 € and travel time is about
20-30 minutes depending on traffic.

From Tegel Aiport to hotel (see item 8, below, H4 Hotel Berlin-Alexanderplatz,
Karl-Liebknecht-Strasse 32, 10178 Berlin): Bus TXL travelling towards “Hauptbahnhof (Central
Station)” until station “Hauptbahnhof”, change to S7 travelling towards “No6ldnerplatz” until station
“Berlin Alexanderplatz”, and then walk approximately 500 m to the hotel.
